(6) a continuing program of counseling and guidance designed to assist students in achieving their individual educational goals; 

(7) work force development programs designed to meet local and statewide needs; 

(8) adult literacy and other basic skills programs for adults; and 

(9) such other purposes as may be prescribed by the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board, for post-secondary education in Texas.
