	The 3 activities sponsored by the college to bring elementary, junior high and high school students to campus are described below:
1.  The college hosted the UIL District Literary and One-Act Play contests for area high schools in March, 2003.  14 high schools brought students to this event and over 300 students participated.  
2.  In April, 2003 the music department sponsored the TVCC Select Band Competition for high school band students in the area.  11 schools and 88 students participated in this activity.  

3.  In May,  the college co-sponsored the Henderson County Music Festival with the Henderson County Arts Council.  This festival was focused on providing  performance opportunities for elementary and junior high music students.   The student groups were judged by 3 judges and awards were presented in a variety of categories.  11 schools and 224 students participated.
