	(a).  As one of the required speeches, students will be assigned a cross cultural presentation, reflecting their knowledge and research on intercultural communication.  Students will also receive credit for written reports based on their cross-cultural activities and experiences.

(b). For one of the major speeches, students will be video taped and asked to respond to their performance with a written self-evaluation.  The evaluation will conclude with the student stating their objectives for improvement.  Students will also be encouraged to practice their communicative skills in other classes.  Credit may be given in the area of listening, small study groups, and reports.

(c).  Students will be evaluated by written tests, oral presentations, written reports, and participation.
	The individual speech teachers will be primarily responsible for initiating the assignments and projects.  However, the media department will be responsible for video recording the student speeches.  The speech instructor will also make other teachers aware that students are being encouraged to give oral reports and form study groups.
	The initial ideas can be introduced in one semester.  However, for the goal to be fully implemented and ready for evaluation, it will take at least two semesters.

	(a)  Students were required to present either an informative or persuasive speech with an intercultural emphasis.  Students were also given extra credit for attending up to two cross-cultural events or activities and submitting a 2-3 page written report giving a description and analysis of the event or activity.  

(b) The final speech of the semester (a persuasive speech) was videotaped for all students.  After viewing the video-tape, each student submitted a written self-evaluation of their performance outlining strengths and weaknesses as well as an evaluation of the video-taping experience.  Based on the student responses received, the video taping appears to be a positive and productive learning experience.
