b. Met. 100% of 2000 – 2001 graduates had successful outcomes of employment or pursuance of additional education within one year of graduation according to THECB follow-up data. PCT program surveys were not completed due to confusion with flood.  Will be resumed fall 2004. Will continue current strategies. 

c. Not met. 10/12 students in fall 2003 and 12/13 students in spring 2004 passed the nurse aide certifying exam on the 1st attempt for an 88% pass rate.
