	a. Met. 11/12 students enrolled in fall 2003 graduated in May 2004 for a 92% retention rate. Will continue current plan.

b. Not met. The class as a whole scored 174 on the self-assessment test and the average national score was 179.  The instructor will evaluate areas of weakness in the evaluation report and emphasize those areas for the next class.

c. Not met. 7 of the 11 SGT graduates passed the LCC-ST self-assessment for certification exam for 64% pass rate. The instructor will evaluate areas of weakness in the evaluation report and emphasize those areas for the next class. 

d. Not met. Only 2 of the May 2003 graduates took the test within 6 months and 1 of the 2 passed for a 50% pass rate. Another took the test in the next 3 months for an overall rate of 2/3 or 67%. Will continue to encourage students to take the certifying exam. Higher numbers of those taking the test would help scores. 

e. Met. In 2001, the latest year that data is available from the THECB, 100% of graduates had successful outcomes being either employed or pursuing further education.  Will continue current plan.
