	The college purchased a gas kiln which was installed in October of 2004 which was a necessary piece of equipment to teach the unit on high fired glazes.  The unit was taught to a select group of students in November of 2004 and in February-March of 2005.  All students achieved the minimum score of 70 on the unit test, and all students presented a minimum of one piece of ceramic art demonstrating a high fired glaze in the end of the semester art show.
