TVCC students will be better served by this structure for calculus courses since many universities and colleges in our area now utilize four semester hour courses in their engineering, science, and mathematics programs.

	The Academic Dean, the Vice-President for Instruction, and the TVCC Curriculum Committee should approve changing TVCC calculus courses to the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board numbers for four semester hour courses in calculus.
	The Division Chairperson for Mathematics & Science should prepare new course syllabi and submit them to the administrative personnel and to the Curriculum Committee.
	Calculus I will become a four hour course in Spring 2005 and be approved by the Curriculum Committee in Spring 2005. Calculus II will become a four hour course in Spring 2006 after approval by the Curriculum Committee in Spring 2005. Calculus III will become a four hour course in Fall 2006 after approval in Spring 2005.
