	Five new theatre courses were approved by the Curriculum and Instruction Committee in the Spring of 2005 to be included in the 2005-2006 TVCC Catalog.  These courses are:  DRAM 1332 Stage Movement, DRAM 1342 History of Costume, DRAM 2351 Acting III, DRAM 2352 Acting IV, and DRAM 2366 Development of the Motion Picture.  DRAM 1332, DRAM 1342, DRAM 2351, and DRAM 2352  will be included in the theatre program of study as required courses for students majoring in theatre.   Addition of these courses to the theatre program of study will more accurately align the TVCC curriculum with standard theatre curriculums throughout the state.
