	a. Not met. 8/11 students admitted to SGT program in August 2004 graduated with certificate or AAS degree in May 2005.  Three students did not finish the fall semester. One failed the drug test, one failed clinical, and one had personal problems and dropped. New admission requirements with entrance test and new selection process implemented in 2005 will hopefully result in better qualified students and retention will increase starting with 2005-2006 class. 
b. Met. The SGT class as a whole scored an average of 183/250 which was 5 points higher than the national average of 178/250. Will continue current curriculum/strategies. Instructor will evaluate the performance areas and work with the students on the areas that showed greater weaknesses.
c. Not met. 5/8 or 63% passed the LCC-ST. Instructor will evaluate the performance areas and work with the next group of students on the areas that showed greatest weaknesses.

d. Not met. 4/8 or 50% scored satisfactorily on the PAE. Instructor will evaluate the objective areas and will work with the next group of students on the areas that showed weaknesses.
e. Met. On 2004 Annual Data Profile from THECB, in 2002, the last year data is available for, 93% of SGT graduates had successful outcomes, either being employed or pursuing further education.
