	Students will attend class lectures, read the related text and discuss the logical results of the implementation of Monetary Policy.  They will engage in critical thinking and an open discussion of the intended effects and the problems that could arise in Monetary Policy activity.

Individual students will be judged to have mastered this concept if they obtain a rating of “complex level of understanding” in each of the dimensions of poverty in the portfolio. 
	Students will be tested at the end of the unit of study and a block of questions will be devoted to the Desired Outcome statement.   The questions will include a format that will evaluate simple factual information as well as more complex discussion questions that will test the students’ knowledge of the effects and possible problems of Monetary Policy.

	To prepare for successful completion of the learning outcome, students will engage in reading the textbook and will participate in class discussions. The discussions will cause students analyze the possible benefits, obstacles, and unintended outcomes of Monetary Policy. The students will be required to create written answers to related questions during the formal test.

	Students will demonstrate an understanding of the concepts of price elasticity of demand and can calculate the elasticity coefficient based on the mid-point formula of price elasticity.

	Students will engage in lectures and sample elasticity problems during class time and will analyze and discuss characteristics that cause a product or service to lean toward the elastic, inelastic, or unitary.  They will read the related text material and work sample problems within groups.

	Students will be tested at the end of the unit of study and a block of questions and problems will be devoted to the desired outcome statement.  The questions will include a format that will evaluate simple factual information.  Students will also be required to work related problems using the mid-point formula and write a response that appropriately interprets the mathematical findings.

	Students will gain an understanding of the basic laws of supply and demand and will further understand the difference between a change in quantity demanded or supplied and a change in demand or a change in supply.

Students will discuss and see demonstrated changes in markets that cause the shifts in demand and/or supply and will be able to read and interpret the supply and demand curves that involve movements along existing curves as well as shifts to new curves.
