	a. Partially met.  Met for EMT Basic - EMT Basic passing rates for fall 2004 was 69% (for all 4 campuses combined) and passing rates for spring 2005 was 72%. The national average for EMT Basic is 64%. Met for EMT Intermediate – EMT Intermediate passing rates were 55% for spring 2005.  The national average for EMT Intermediate is 55%.  Not met for EMT Paramedic.  EMT Paramedic passing rates for 2005 is 36%.  The national average for EMT paramedic is 64%.  The EMT Paramedic faculty will meet to develop a plan to increase the pass rates. Will continue the review course at the end of program as done in 2005. Will continue to search for diagnostic tests to help students prepare for the higher level testing. ERI had one in progress. Will continue to have faculty to work on improving test construction. 
b. Met. For 2002, the last year that data is available from the THECB annual data profile, 100% of EMS graduates had successful outcomes, either being employed or pursuing further education.  Will continue clinical program.
c. Partially met. Met for paramedic level - In fall 2004, 89% Paramedic level successfully completed and in spring 2005 100% paramedic level successfully completed. Not met for EMT Basic or intermediate level – In fall 2004, 53% EMT basic students successfully completed the courses and in spring 2005, 53% of EMT basic students successfully completed and 53% of intermediate students completed.  A pattern emerges that for the EMT basic and intermediate levels, the retention rates are lower but the passing rates on the national exam are above the national average. For spring 2006, EMT intermediate students will have to meet EMT reading levels in order to enroll. This should improve the pool of students in the courses and retention rates should go up. Will evaluate to determine success of this strategy and to discuss how better to improve pool of students for EMT basic level. For the EMT Paramedic level, they have high retention rates but low passing rates on the national exams. EMS faculty will need to re-evaluate their testing strategies to graduate students who have a higher chance of passing the national exam. This may affect retention rates. Will continue to discuss dilemma with EMS advisory committee to for solution to the problem.
