	(a).  To implement computerized multimedia and internet-based resources for instructor use in the classroom and teaching laboratories.

(b).  To implement computerized multimedia and internet-based resources for student use outside of the classroom.

note: Full implementation of the stated objectives will require Internet access in classrooms and laboratories.  To date, only the Anatomy and Physiology laboratory (A202) is wired for Internet access.  Furthermore, additional budgeting will be required for payment and connection, licensing and access fees to the Computer Center.  Students must have reliable access to computers either through the Learning Resource Center or at home.  Currently, the LRC has adequate computer access, although LRC hours are limited on Fridays and over the weekend.
	(a).  The instructor implementing the resource will record the total time of computer usage.  Where possible, the number of student “hits” on an instructor-developed website (PageOut, WebCT, etc. will be monitored.  Otherwise, students will be required to record their usage times on a sign-in sheet.

(b. For computerized multimedia resources, students will be required to record their usage times and grade (if relevant) on a sign-in sheet.  A TVCC faculty member or representative must certify the usage and grade.  For internet-based activities, where possible the number of student “hits” on an instructor-developed website (PageOut, WebCT, etc.) will be monitored.  In addition, grades assessed for on-line quizzes will be recorded.
