INCLEMENT WEATHER PROCEDURE

In the event of severe inclement weather, the Health Science Center procedure is as follows:

FACULTY/PROVOST RESPONSIBILITIES

1. Each clinical instructor will determine and make a reasonable decision regarding clinical based on weather conditions in the area after listening to radio/TV announcements and checking on travel conditions.

2. The instructor will notify the team leader and Provost of the status of their clinical before making any notifications. The clinical instructor will be responsible for notifying the clinical agency if the clinical experience is canceled due to weather conditions.  The instructor will initiate their telephone round robin to inform the students of a cancelled clinical.  

3. If weather conditions become severe during the day, the Provost will consult with the Vice-President and then notify the instructors if a decision is made to cancel classes. Instructors should consult with the Provost before sending students home from a class or clinical in progress.   

4. If classes will be cancelled or delayed, the Provost will notify the faculty/staff/students through the TVCC Alert System.    

5. Should classes close, students will be instructed to return home.  In the clinical setting, the instructor will make a reasonable decision as to when to release the students (i.e. immediately or after completion of patient care). The instructor will discuss this procedure with his/her respective clinical agency.

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES

1. Each Health Science Center student must register for the TVCC Alert System.  Go to www.tvcc.edu/ITservices/TVCC-Alert/ and register for the mass notification system using their Cardinal ID.  They may choose to be notified by home phone, cell phone, e-mail and/or text message.  

2. If classes are not cancelled but the weather is bad in their area, the student will determine and make a reasonable judgment about their ability to travel based on local travel conditions. The student should notify the assigned clinical agency and instructor if they will not be in for a clinical experience, or notify the Health Science Center if they will not be in for class.

3. No student will be penalized for inclement weather.  Assignments and/or clinical time may be required to be made up at the discretion of the instructors. Students are encouraged to use reasonable judgment.  No class session is so important that a student should risk an accident. 
4. Although students will not be penalized for absence during inclement weather, they may be required to make up class and/or clinical at the discretion of the instructor or teaching team in order for the student to meet the objectives. 
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
